Reading Choices (Choose one of the following): 

•  Catcher in the Rye, by J.D. Salinger 

•  Slaughterhouse Five, by Kurt Vonnegut 

•  The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Night-Time, by Mark Haddon 

 

Required Writing: 

•  You are required to keep a reader’s journal, taking notes on your reading that will serve 

as discussion topics in class and study guides for assessments.. 

•  You are to compose and mail a one-page (no more, no less), typed, double-spaced letter 

to the Junior Honors English teacher in which you introduce yourself in a manner that 

reveals your personality and writing prowess. Mail this letter to: The Junior AP English 

Language and Composition Teacher, c/o Abington Heights High School, 222 Noble 

Road, Clarks Summit, PA 18411. Make sure that your name is written clearly in the 

return-address portion of the envelope.
