Besides 
Story Hour, these included fun, educational, and creative programs by performers, 
artists, and naturalists from this area and elsewhere, as well as “in house” craft programs 
that all used the summer reading theme of “water.”  The  A total of 607 children attended 
the programs and the story times. 
            “Early Fall” Story Hours will begin on Tuesday, September 7 at 10:30 and 1:30 
(3 – 5 year olds) and Thursday, September 9 at 10:30 (2 & 3) year olds for five weeks.  
The “Fall” sessions will begin on Tuesday, October 19 and Thursday, October 21 for 
another five weeks.  Younger children (age 1- 3 years) who are just being introduced to 
group activities, the library holds “1–2–3 Story and Playtime” on alternate Fridays with 
the on first September 10 at 10:30 am.
