Before the library could hold its Open House onell@ of that year, a Board
of Trustees was set up, bylaws adopted, a doooto-ind drive was conducted,
the Abington Fabric Shop was rented and adapted library, and people trained
at the high school library to learn library skills.

The Board supervised day-to-day operations asagedingaging in a hefty
amount of fund-raising. While men did most of gtelf building, women ran the
day-to-day operations. By 1967, the library wasl@shed well enough that the
Board’s main concern was raising the money foows building. The Grand
Opening of the School Street Library was May 2)718nd soon after day-to-day
operations were turned over to Mary Riley in thevlyecreated unpaid position of
Executive Director.

After about a year, the Executive Director positiees made a part-time
salaried one. Less than two years later, Maryillwtas hired as a very part-time
clerk-typist and a year after that, a part-timewiation — reference librarian was
hired. While there was now a salaried core, mbgi@work was still done by
volunteers. Indeed, at this time, the first SilBexwl, for ten years service, was
given to Betty Stark.

The details of the departure of Mary Riley in 19%@, later hiring of Mary
Tuthill as Executive Director and the expansioithef School Street building in
1979 will be told in a series of twice a month ostat the library as will more
recent history such as building and expanding tftev&Street building, the
adoption of a county-wide tax to support librariasd the establishment of the
Friends of the Library.
